THE WEEK AHEAD IN OUR PARISH 

     The account of the Transfiguration of the Lord is 
proclaimed every year on the Second Sunday of Lent, 
giving us a glimpse into the glorious destiny that 
awaits the faithful followers of Christ.  The custom of 
reading today’s Gospel near the beginning of Lent 
may come from an ancient tradition that held that the 
Transfiguration took place 40 days before Good      
Friday.  Moses and Elijah, who appear at the side of 
Jesus, also prepared for their life’s work with a 40-day 
fast and a 40-day sojourn.   
 
     To keep the 40 days of Lent puts us in good    
company with those in salvation history who recog-
nized the need to fast and pray in order to be ready for 
the task set before them.  In order for us to be ready 
to truly celebrate the season of Easter we are using 
these 40 days of preparation to open ourselves more 
deeply to God and God’s plan for our lives.   
 
     How is your Lent going so far?  Remember it is 
never too late to begin or to restart the journey.     
Consider praying the Stations of the Cross on Friday 
evenings?

Green Tip of the Week 

 
Need Some Fresh Air? 
 
Sometimes there are smells in your house that need a quick cover 
up.  Most commercial air fresheners are bad for your health as 
well as for the environment. 
 

Boiling cinnamon sticks, lemon rinds or leaves, orange rinds or 
leaves, grapefruit rinds, mints, herbs, vanilla, or cloves in water is 
a good way to cover up odors and help a home smell welcoming 
and lift your mood, as well as your guests mood. 
 

You can make your own air freshener sprays with natural house-
hold items.  Use ingredients you cook with: cinnamon sticks,    
vanilla extract, ginger, almond extract, vegetable oil, citrus etc.  
Use your imagination.  There are a variety of recipes to try  
(google it!).  Place your mixture(s) in spray bottles.  Label it well 
and then use whenever you need or want to.  A simple mixture, 
for example, is a mixture of water, lemon, an herb and vinegar.  
 

Note: Using citrus juice on fabrics is not usually recommended. 
Use around the kitchen and bathroom instead.
